Changing you password on NASIS 5.0
1) Start your secure access by entering your NASIS Login id, then instead of clicking on start NASIS click on  Open an XTerm button.

2) Then enter your password (old / current) one. When the xterms opens and you have a nasis login prompt (nasis3% or nasis2% etc) you can begin the procedure as follows.

type:  chkey -p

You should see something close to the following

      updating nisplus publickey database

      reencrypting key for 'unix.1059@sc.egov.usda.gov".

      please enter the Secure-RPC password for (kadams) ---[This would be your login and you should enter your old password]. press enter.

At the prompt , type:  passwd

Next you should see something simular to the following message.

       Enter login (NIS+) password:  ---- this is your old password again

       New password  -- enter new and press return

       Re-enter new password  -- enter new and press return

       NIS+ password information changed for (kadams) --- again your login name

       NIS+ credential information changed for (kadams) ---- your login

NOTE:  New password must be at least 6 characters long, and within the first six characters, there must be at least 2 alphabetic and at least 1 numeric or special characters. i.e.: be*gone  or 2begone.
